STOREFRONT | The lights are new, but
you'd never know it. Richard Scofield
Historic Lighting in the village of

Ivoryton produces period light fixtures
handmade by artisans using traditional
techniques and materials. Here, you'll
find sconces, chandeliers, lanterns and
custom pieces that are elegant, artistic,
highly detailed—and remarkably authentic
in look and feel.

Owners Jon and Doreen Joslow offer
both reproduction antiques and updated
versions of classic designs, much of it
manufactured in Connecticut. A great
deal of the work they do is custom; they
can take a customer's design and cre-
ate a piece from it, or collaborate with
contractors and architects, using building
plans, schematics and detailed drawings
to create just the right fixture for a home,
whether it is historic or not.

While period-home owners often insist
on lighting that dates from a particular
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era, others are open to mixing and match-

ing. Says Doreen: “Homeowners do not
need to stick with the style of lighting
used in the period their home was built.
They can choose a fixture that plays off a
particular architectural detail” Neither the
age of a home nor its location matters.

Historic lighting “plays as well on the
Upper East Side and across the country
as it does in a restoration home. It works
even in contemporary homes,’ she says.

Because their merchandise is hand-
crafted, the owners say it's built to last.
“Everything we make is meant to be there
for the next generation—or two or three,’
says Doreen. “It's not disposable.”
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
